WHEREAS, on September 2, 2025, the common council directed the city
administrator to develop an executive summary that describes the terms under which the City
of West Allis could form a joint fire department with the City of Wauwatosa (R-2025-2874);

WHEREAS, city staff from both communities have worked together to formulate a
plan to create a joint fire department that can operate in a manner that causes services to be
improved or maintained and creates cost savings in operations; and

WHEREAS, the attached initial term sheet summarizes the primary concepts of the
plan developed by city staffs; and

WHEREAS, city staff has drafted documentation to implement the details of the initial
term sheet, but needs further direction from the councils before presenting final drafts of
documentation that will implement the plan;

NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Common Council of the City Of West
Allis, in the State of Wisconsin, that the city attorney is directed to present the common council
with all necessary documentation to create a joint fire department consistent with the provisions
on the initial term sheet and present those documents for council consideration as soon as
practicable.

Initial Term Sheet

The municipalities will enter into an intergovernmental agreement under Wis. Stat. 62.13(1m) and
66.0301(2), in which they agree to create a joint fire department. That fire department will operate as a
Wis. Stat. Ch. 181 nonstock corporation. Formation under Wis. Stat. Ch. 181 creates predictability,
establishes formality, and ensures the joint fire department has an easily identifiable legal status. This
type of corporation is a commonly used legal entity for non-profit organizations and will be easily
recognizable under the innovation grant’s eligibility requirements as a non-profit organization. This
statute also allows for the joint fire department to have a board of directors to manage the business
side of the entity and a separate board of fire commissioners to handle the normal duties of a police and
fire commission.

Minimum Performance | The joint department will maintain services levels consistent with national
Standards level programs such as the Commission on Fire Accreditation International
(CFAl), the Insurance Service Office (1SO), and the National Fire Protection
Association (NFPA). The initial performance measures will include call
processing time, total response time, fire spread, fire inspections, fire-
related deaths, and workplace injuries. These are metrics that both the
West Allis Fire Department and Wauwatosa Fire Department currently
track in accordance with the aforementioned standards. The joint
department will strongly consider becoming an accredited agency within
the first 10-year term of incorporation.

Contract Term Initial term of 10 years. Automatic renewal terms of 6 years. After initial
term, either party can terminate without cause during a renewal term
with a 2-year notice.

Termination Clause Either party can leave for cause.

Cause: breach of intergovernmental agreement by either municipality

Cost sharing 50/50 cost sharing

The even split is based upon the similarities of the two communities, as
identified in the McMahon report, including existing budgets and calls for
service. If additional municipalities become part of the joint department
in the future, parties will develop a methodology that contemplates
proportional cost.

Budget Authority Budget automatically approved if the joint department maintains a budget
increase of 4% or less post grant or CPIl + 2%, whichever is lower. During
first 5 years, budgets are set at an annual increase of 2.84%.

Governing Body for The mayor, council president, and city administrator from each
Corporation municipality will make up the board for the joint fire department. The




cities can reappoint board members at the expiration of their term or
replace them at any time.

Fire Commission
Appointments

Three residents from each community. Mayoral appointment, ratified by
the Council from each community. This is the same appointment
procedure cities follow under state law.

Deferred Maintenance

Existing buildings remain property of the municipality that currently owns
them. Those buildings will be leased to the joint department at a
reasonable rate to be determined as part of the final contract. Cities will
remain responsible for capital improvements for their own buildings and
agree to include appropriate building improvements in their five-year
capital plans in consultation with the Joint Fire Department. Responsibility
and ongoing maintenance and repairs to be determined as part of the final
contract. Both municipalities currently have a fire station that needs to be
relocated and rebuilt at some point in the future. That will be negotiated
outside of this agreement but not occur sooner than five years.

Vehicles/equipment

Each municipality will retain ownership of its own vehicles until any
outstanding debt is paid off. The debt for vehicles already purchased by
each municipality will be maintained by each municipality. As part of the
final contract, the Cities will develop a ten-year vehicle purchase plan with
the goal of using a portion of the innovation grant to establish a sinking
fund for vehicle replacement. As part of the final contract the Cities will
develop a methodology for annual funding of the sinking fund so that the
Joint Fire Department has sufficient funds to cash finance the purchase of
new vehicles. The Joint Fire Department will be responsible for
maintaining vehicles. After a period of time to be determined so as to not
detrimentally affect the ability to remain within 115% of base costs over a
5-year period, new vehicles will be purchased by the joint department
using the sinking fund. As part of the final contact, Cities will agree to the
ten-year purchase plan.

Services: joint department to contract with each municipality to provide the following services — point
person within the listed municipality with the possibility of additional staff being hired by each
municipality to meet the needs of the joint department. “Joint department” means an individual
hired for the purpose of working solely for the joint department. The below are the initial
assignments believed to be appropriate at the time of this term sheet and may change over time as
the joint department’s needs develop and each municipality can explore where resources are best

used.

Property Each municipality maintains ownership of current stations and leases it to

joint department at a rate rent to be determined in the final contract.
Insurance for the joint department would be a joint department expense
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but will utilize the same insurer as Wauwatosa for efficiency (currently
CVMIC for auto physical and MPIC for property)

If the department dissolves, the current buildings would revert back to the
original municipality from which they came. Should a new building be
erected during the life of the joint department, that building would be
appraised. If the property is within the city limits of West Allis, then West
Allis would keep the property and Wauwatosa would be paid half of its
value. If the property is within the city limits of Wauwatosa, then
Wauwatosa would keep the property and West Allis would be paid half of
its value.

If the property is not appropriately situated for either municipality, the
property will be sold and the proceeds divided by each municipality.

Wauwatosa has a fire training center that is located in the City of
Wauwatosa near the Department of Public Works main building. The joint
department will lease this building from Wauwatosa. A third party will
analyze cost to City of Wauwatosa to determine appropriate amount of
lease for joint department to pay Wauwatosa to use.

Vehicles

Each municipality maintains ownership and leases current vehicles to the
joint department. Each municipality will own its debt-funded vehicles
until the debt is satisfied.

Any new vehicles purchased after a date to be determined in the final
contract, are purchased by the joint department. From a sink funding that
is capitalized using Innovation grant proceeds and an annual charge to
both municipalities. The amount needed to capitalize the sinking fund
and size the annual capital appropriation will be based on a 10-year capital
plan approved with the final contract.

If the department dissolves after the time in which the vehicles have
become joint property, the vehicles would be appraised and the
municipalities would divide the vehicles based on the value. If thereis a
difference in value on vehicles, one municipality would reimburse the
other to make up that difference. For older vehicles with limited lifespan,
there is an option to appraise them and sell them, with the proceeds of
the sale being split equally between the two municipalities.

Both cities will have first opportunity to purchase vehicles that are to be
transitioned out of department before open to public purchase.

Dispatch process

A sub-committee of fire, dispatch, police, city administration, and outside
technical experts will evaluate the existing dispatch process and make
recommendations for future operations. A study will be conducted to
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recommend the best dispatch system(s) moving forward for the joint
department, in conjunction with each municipality’s police department.

Union involvement The Fire Chiefs are holding a monthly meeting with the union board
members who have been participating in these discussions from day 1 to
collaborate and obtain necessary feedback. Union negotiations cannot
legally begin until a joint fire department has been formed and there is a
union with which the joint department can negotiate.

Emergency Operations Each municipality can elect to name the joint fire department as
emergency operations manager.

Sundry and other Sundry and other equipment will become the property of the joint
equipment department and any new equipment needed will be purchased by the
joint department. If the joint department dissolves, equipment will be split
equally by each municipality.

The City of Wauwatosa currently has an emergency rescue vehicle. This
equipment will remain in the property of the Wauwatosa Police
Department but will be available to the joint department in the event of
an emergency in either municipality.

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Wauwatosa and West Allis Joint Fire Department

Updated Term Sheet

The municipalities will enter into an intergovernmental agreement under Wis. Stat. 62.13(1m) and
66.0301(2), in which they agree to create a joint fire department. That fire department will operate as a
Wis. Stat. Ch. 181 nonstock corporation. Formation under Wis. Stat. Ch. 181 creates predictability,
establishes formality, and ensures the joint fire department has an easily identifiable legal status. This
type of corporation is a commonly used legal entity for non-profit organizations and will be easily
recognizable under the innovation grant’s eligibility requirements as a non-profit organization. This

statute also allows for the joint fire department to have a board of directors to manage the business side of

the entity and a separate board of fire commissioners to handle the normal duties of a police and fire

commission.

Stat. § 62.13(8) and register as a charitable organization
under Wis. Stat. § 202.12(1) if allowed or required by law.

e To operate as a public organization engaged in firefighting consistent with the definition of “fire
department” under Wis. Stat. 66.0314(1)(c).

e To exercise the authority of an organization described in Wis. Stat. § 213.095 and any other
authority granted to municipal fire departments in the State of Wisconsin.

Minimum Performance
Metrics

The joint department will maintain services levels consistent with national
level programs such as the Commission on Fire Accreditation International
(CFAI), the Insurance Service Office (ISO), and the National Fire
Protection Association (NFPA).

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If the joint department proposes to the municipalities a budget in excess of
the amounts stated above, the municipalities may approve payment to the
joint department equal to one-half the total amount budgeted.

Governing Body for

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INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT
TO CREATE
[DEPTNAME]

Pursuant to the provisions of Wis. Stat. 88 62.13(1m) and 66.0301(2), this agreement is
made and entered into as of February 24, 2026, by and between the City of West Allis,
a municipal corporation (“West Allis”) and the City of Wauwatosa, a municipal
corporation (“Wauwatosa”) (individually the “municipality” and collectively the
“‘municipalities”), to establish a joint fire department to provide fire protection and
emergency services to both municipalities.

WHEREAS, the municipalities funded a study conducted by McMahon & Associates
(the “Consultant”) to determine the feasibility of combining their respective fire
departments; and

WHEREAS, the Consultant determined that both fire departments are top-rated, highly
skilled organizations with similar staffing, budgets, call volume, recruiting standards, and
training standards;

WHEREAS, the Consultant found that each department was familiar with the other
because they frequently worked together through recruiting, training, and mutual
assistance; and

WHEREAS, the Consultant concluded that if the municipalities formed a joint fire
department, they could maintain or improve fire and emergency services and save a
combined estimated $1.3 million in the first full year of operation and over $7 million in
the first five years compared to the cost of operating separately; and

WHEREAS, there are significant benefits to the municipalities by forming a joint fire
department at this time. Specifically, each municipality would be eligible for tens of
millions of dollars in innovation grant money pursuant to Wis. Stat. 8 79.038. In
addition, the levy limits imposed by Wis. Stat. 8 66.0602 for a joint fire department are
based upon consumer price index and not the unworkable net new construction
standard; and

WHEREAS, the municipalities may create a joint fire department without losing legal
protections currently available to them, such as discretionary immunity, damages caps,
mutual assistance laws, and the police power afforded to fire officials; and

WHEREAS, the municipalities have found that creating a joint fire department is in the
best interests of both communities;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the following mutual covenants and conditions,
the municipalities agree as follows:
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1. Creation of Nonstock Corporation. The municipalities agree to be the sole
incorporators for a nonstock, nonprofit corporation formed under Wis. Stat. Ch.
181 described in the articles of incorporation attached and marked as Exhibit A.
The agent named in Exhibit A shall file that document with the State of Wisconsin
substantially in its form as attached.

2. Service Contract. The nonstock, nonprofit corporation created using Exhibit A
shall provide fire protection and emergency services to the municipalities in
accordance with the service contract marked as Exhibit B (“Service Contract”).
The Service Contract shall establish the 2025 total cost to provide fire protection
and emergency services for the municipalities (“2025 Combined Cost”). The
municipal officials authorized to execute this intergovernmental agreement shall
also execute Exhibit B substantially in its form as attached.

3. Joint Fire Commission. Pursuant to Wis. Stat. 8 62.13(2)(c) a joint fire
commission (the “JFC”) is created solely to exercise the powers and duties
described in Wis. Stat. 8 62.13(3) to (12) as they relate to the operation of
[DeptNameShort]. The JFC shall be called the “{DEPTNAME] Joint Fire
Commission.” All provisions under Wis. Stat. 8 62.13 shall apply to the JFC,
except as stated below:

1) Commissioners. The JFC shall have up to 6 commissioners. West Allis
shall appoint up to 3 commissioners to the JFC, and Wauwatosa shall
appoint up to 3 commissioners to the JFC.

2) Terms. The mayor from each municipality shall appoint the initial three
commissioners, subject to approval by the respective common councils.
The commissioners appointed shall serve staggered terms so that one
commissioner’s term from each municipality shall expire on May 3, 2027,
and each of the subsequent two first Mondays of May. Thereafter, the
mayor from each municipality shall annually, between the last Monday of
April and the first Monday of May, appoint in writing to be filed with the
secretary of the JFC, one commissioner for a term of 3 years, subject to
approval by the respective common councils. Persons serving as
commissioners shall serve until their respective successors are appointed
and qualify, unless removed pursuant to Wis. Stat. § 17.12(1)(cm).

3) Officers. The JFC shall elect a President and Secretary from among its
membership who shall serve in that role until a new President or Secretary
is elected.

4) Procedure. Meetings of the JFC shall comply with open meetings laws
under Wis. Stat. 8 19.81, et seq. Further rules for the administration of
this provision may be made by the JFC.

5) Voting Requirements. The affirmative vote of a majority of the
commissioners present is required on all issues brought before the JFC.
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6) Compensation. No compensation shall be paid to commissioners for their
services, but they may be reimbursed for actual and necessary expenses
incurred if so authorized by the JFC and budgeted.

7) Vacancies. Vacancies on the JFC shall be filled by appointment for any
unexpired term by the appointing authority in the same manner as original
appointments are made.

. JFC Request for Resources. If the JFC requires resources to perform its duties,
the JFC shall request such resources from [DeptNameShort] by communicating
its request to [DeptNameShort]’s board of directors.

. Mandatory Budget Approval by Municipalities. Each municipality shall annually
approve payment to [DeptNameShort] equal to one-half the amount budgeted for
[DeptNameShort] if the budgeted amount is less than or equal to the following:

department of labor, for the 12 months ending on August 31 of the
year of the levy, plus 2%
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. Request to Exceed Mandatory Budget Approval Amount. If [DeptNameShort]
proposes to the municipalities a budget in excess of the amounts stated in
Section 5, the municipalities may approve payment to [DeptNameShort] equal to
one-half the total amount budgeted. In the event at least one municipality does
not approve a budget submitted under this section by December 1, each
municipality shall pay to [DeptNameShort] an amount equal to the maximum
amount for which payment is mandated above.

. Compatibility of Offices. The municipalities find that it is compatible with his or
her office for an individual to simultaneously serve on the Board and the JFC.

. Previously Incurred Expenses and Earned Revenue. This section shall apply to
any expenses incurred and revenues earned by the municipalities prior to
transferring services or duties to [DeptNameShort].

a. Retention of Previous Revenue. Each member shall retain any revenue
earned prior to the first date upon which fire protection and emergency
services are transferred to [DeptNameShort], including payments for
services performed previous to that date but paid after that date.

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b. Liability for Previous Expenses. Each member shall pay for any liabilities
incurred prior to the first date upon which fire protection and emergency
services are transferred to [DeptNameShort], including retiree health care,
contractual commitments that are not assumed by [DeptNameShort], any
expense incurred solely because an employee was a former employee of
a party, and any other expense directly attributed to that municipality. If
[DeptNameShort] is obligated to pay for any such expense, the board shall
compute the additional expense and invoice each municipality for that
amount.

I. Invoice Date. By February 1 of each year, [DeptNameShort] shall
invoice each municipality for its attributable expenses from the
previous year. Each municipality shall pay the amount invoiced
within 60 days after receipt of the invoice.

ii. Nonpayment. If any municipality fails to timely pay in full each
payment in the amount owed, [DeptNameShort] or the other
municipality may take any lawful action to recover the amount
owed. In addition to any sum in default, there shall be included in
the judgement all allowed interest, costs, disbursements, and a
reasonable sum as attorney’s fees.

9. Termination. This intergovernmental agreement shall terminate upon the
termination of the Service Contract or the dissolution of [DeptNameShort].

A. To operate a joint fire department organized under Wis. Stat. 88 66.0301(2) and
62.13(1m) as a subdivision or agency of municipalities for the purposes of Wis.
Stat. 88 345.05 and 893.80.

B. To operate a joint emergency medical services district organized by
municipalities under Wis. Stat. 8 66.0301(2).

C. To operate as an instrumentality of municipalities for the purposes of Wis. Stat.
88 40.02(28) and 111.70(1)()).

D. To operate as a nonprofit, charitable organization that is lessening of the burdens
of government imposed upon municipalities under Wis. Stat. 8 62.13(8) and
register as a charitable organization under Wis. Stat. § 202.12(1) if allowed or
required by law.
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E. To operate as a public organization engaged in firefighting consistent with the
definition of “fire department” under Wis.

ARTICLE 7 — MEMBERS
The corporation will have 2 members: the City of West Allis and the City of Wauwatosa.
A. Admission. The corporation may not admit any new members.

B. Termination, expulsion and suspension. A member may be expelled by court
order, but only if that member does any of the following: 1) fails to make timely
payment to the corporation, or 2) enacts or adopts any provision that contradicts
a policy of the corporation. A member who has been expelled shall be liable to
the corporation for dues, assessments or fees because of obligations incurred or
commitments made before expulsion or suspension.

C. Purchase of memberships. The corporation is entitled to acquire for no
consideration the membership of a member who resigns or whose membership
is terminated, unless such consideration is separately established by contract
with the corporation.

D. Quorum requirements. More than 50 percent of the votes entitled to be cast on a
matter must be represented at a meeting of members to constitute a quorum on
that matter.

E. Voting requirements. A member’s vote may be cast by the chief executive officer
of the municipality (or by any other officer or proxy appointed by the chief
executive officer), with the approval of that officer’s legislative body.

ARTICLE 8 — BOARD OF DIRECTORS
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A. Other methods of electing directors. The board shall initially consist of 6
individuals. Pursuant to Wis. Stat. 8§ 181.0726, the members shall appoint
directors to the board. West Allis may appoint up to 3 individuals and
Wauwatosa may appoint up to 3 individuals. A director shall be an individual,
and each member shall determine the qualifications for the directors it is
authorized to appoint. The number of directors may be increased or decreased
from time to time by a unanimous vote of the members. If the number of
directors is increased or decreased, the members shall also state the number of
directors each member is entitled to appoint.

B. Election, designation and appointment of directors. All of the directors except the
initial directors shall be appointed by, and serve at the pleasure of, the member
who appointed them for a term of 3 years. The board shall be treated as a
governmental body as that term is defined in Wis. Stat. 8 19.82(1) and all
meetings of the board shall comply with Subch. V of Wis. Stat. Ch. 19.

C. Requirement for and duties of board. Pursuant to Wis. Stat. § 181.0801(3)(a),
any power specified within, or necessarily related to Wis. Stat. 88 62.13(3) to (12)
is delegated to the joint fire commission established through an
intergovernmental agreement between all members. The board shall have no
authority to exercise any such delegated power, except the board may provide
resources to the joint fire commission upon request.

ARTICLE 9 — OFFICERS

The position of president is abrogated. The fire chief shall be an officer of the
corporation, who shall have the same authority as a president, as that term is used in
Wis. Stat. Ch. 181. The fire chief shall be appointed by the joint fire commission, and
the fire chief’'s employment, promotion, and discipline shall be subject to Wis. Stat. §
62.13. The board may appoint a secretary and treasurer.

ARTICLE 10 — DISTRIBUTIONS

Pursuant to Wis. Stat. § 181.1301, the corporation is not authorized to make
distributions.

ARTICLE 11 - MANAGEMENT

Due to Wis. Stat. § 19.83, action required or permitted by Wis. Stat. Ch. 181 to be
approved by the members or board of directors shall be approved at a public meeting
that satisfies the provisions of Subch. V of Wis. Stat. Ch. 19. No action may be taken
by the members or board by written consent or written ballot in lieu of holding a public
meeting.

The following provisions manage the business and regulate the affairs of the
corporation.

All moneys within all corporation accounts shall be deposited into a general fund.
Real estate acquired from a member shall be sold at fair market value, and the
member from whom it was acquired shall have a first right of refusal.

The proceeds from the sale of any asset shall first pay off any secured debt
against that asset.

This service contract is made and entered into as of February 24, 2026, by and between
[DEPTNAME], a domestic nonstock corporation formed under Wis. Stat. Ch. 181
(“[DeptNameShort]”), the City of West Allis, a municipal corporation (“West Allis”), and
the City of Wauwatosa, a municipal corporation (“Wauwatosa”), to transfer fire
protection and emergency services previously performed by Wauwatosa and West Allis
to [DeptNameShort]. Wauwatosa and West Allis may be described individually as the
“City” and collectively as the “Cities.”

WHEREAS, the Cities wish to implement a plan to transfer the municipal services or
duties of fire protection and emergency services within their municipal boundaries to a
nonprofit organization by entering into this service contract; and

WHEREAS, the Cities provided all fire protection and emergency services in the year
immediately preceding the year that the services or duties are transferred under this
service contract; and

WHEREAS, by entering into this service contract, the Cities will realize savings for fire
protection and emergency services while maintaining the appropriate level of such
services; and

WHEREAS, [DeptNameShort] is a nonprofit organization capable of providing fire
protection and emergency service quality that is equal or better to the service quality
provided by the Cities;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the following mutual covenants and conditions,
the parties agree as follows:

The City of West Allis, with its principal office located at 7525 West Greenfield Avenue,
West Allis, W1 53214, and the City of Wauwatosa, with its principal office located at
7725 West North Avenue, Wauwatosa, W1 53213, (collectively “STAFFING FIRM”), and

“‘Agreement”).

1. STAFFING FIRM Duties and Responsibilities. STAFFING FIRM will:

a. Recruit, screen, interview, hire, and assign sufficient employees to
perform fire protection and emergency services (“Assigned Employees”)
for CLIENT and will, as the employer of those employees, be responsible
for the following:

I. Pay Assigned Employees’ wages and provide them with the
benefits that STAFFING FIRM offers to them;

ii. Pay, withhold, and transmit payroll taxes; provide unemployment
insurance and workers’ compensation benefits; and handle
unemployment and workers’ compensation claims involving
Assigned Employees;

iii. Ensure Assigned Employees are not entitled to holidays, vacations,
disability benefits, insurance, pensions, or retirement plans, or any
other benefits offered or provided by CLIENT; and

b. Comply with federal, state and local labor and employment laws
applicable to Assigned Employees, including the Immigration Reform and
Control Act of 1986; the Internal Revenue Code (“Code”); the Employee
Retirement Income Security Act (“ERISA”); the Health Insurance
Portability and Accountability Act (“HIPAA”); the Family Medical Leave
Act; Title VII of the Civil Rights Act of 1964; the Americans with Disabilities
Act; the Fair Labor Standards Act; the Consolidated Omnibus Budget
Reconciliation Act (“COBRA”); the Uniformed Services Employment and
Reemployment Rights Act of 1994;and, as set forth in subparagraph g.
below, the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act (ACA).

c. Comply with all provisions of the ACA applicable to Assigned Employees,
including the employer shared responsibility provisions relating to the offer
of “minimum essential coverage” to “full-time” employees (as those terms
are defined in Code 84980H and related regulations) and the applicable
employer information reporting provisions under Code 86055 and 86056
and related regulations.

Right to Control. In addition to STAFFING FIRM’S duties and responsibilities set

CLIENT Duties and Responsibilities. CLIENT will:

a. CLIENT will pay STAFFING FIRM for its performance the same amount
STAFFING FIRM pays to CLIENT to provide such services under a
service agreement between the parties. Payment is due on receipt of
invoice.

Cooperation. The parties agree to cooperate fully and to provide assistance to
the other party in the investigation and resolution of any complaints, claims,
actions, or proceedings that may be brought by or that may involve Assigned
Employees.

Indemnification and Limitation of Liability.

a. To the extent permitted by law, STAFFING FIRM will defend, indemnify,
and hold CLIENT and its parent, subsidiaries, directors, officers, agents,
representatives, and employees harmless from all claims, losses, and
liabilities (including reasonable attorneys’ fees) to the extent caused by
STAFFING FIRM’s breach of this Agreement; its failure to discharge its
duties and responsibilities set forth in paragraph 1; or the negligence,
gross negligence, or willful misconduct of STAFFING FIRM or STAFFING
FIRM’s officers, employees, or authorized agents in the discharge of those
duties and responsibilities.

Terms Surviving Beyond Termination. Provisions of this Agreement, which by
their terms extend beyond the termination or nonrenewal of this Agreement, will
remain effective after termination or nonrenewal.

ORDINANCE TO INCREASE PAY FOR CERTAIN NON-REPRESENTED
EMPLOYEES BY 2% AS APPROVED IN 2026 BUDGET

AMENDING SALARY SCHEDULE

WHEREAS, the City of West Allis’ 2026 Adopted Budget included funding for a 2%
pay increase for non-represented employees; and

WHEREAS, the salary schedule amendment shall apply to all non-represented city
employees except those employees who are currently on a performance improvement plan or
those who have not made satisfactory progress and/or completed their annual goals as
determined by the Department Head/Manager;

NOW THEREFORE, the common council of the City of West Allis do ordain as
follows:

Each eligible non-represented employee shall receive a 2% increase in pay and the salary
schedule shall be updated to reflect a 2% increase in all published pay amounts.

SECTION 1: AMENDMENT “Salary Schedule” of the City Of West Allis
Municipal Code is hereby amended as follows:

1. Establishment

a. Compensation Paid. City employees and officers shall receive compensation
based on the salary schedule in this ordinance, the terms of an employment
contract, or the terms of a collective bargaining agreement.

b. Residency Defined. If an employee or officer's compensation is based that
person being a City resident, residency shall be determined based upon the
same factors as domicile or legal residence is determined for Wisconsin state
income tax purposes.

2. Automatic Cost of Living Adjustments. This salary schedule does not include an
automatic adjustment for personnel in conformity with fluctuations upwards and
downwards in the cost of living.

3. Employee and Appointed Officer Salaries. Each City employee and officer who holds
a position recognized within the salary schedule below shall receive compensation
within the range assigned to the salary grade for that employee's or officer's position.

Scope of Services:

Project Background

The City of West Allis is covered under Wisconsin Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (WPDES)

Permit WI-S065404-2, which includes municipalities in the Menomonee River Group. This Permit

authorizes and regulates the discharge of storm water from the municipal separate storm sewer systems
to Waters of the State and requires each individual municipality to be responsible for compliance tasks

that are to be submitted to the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources (WDNR). The following

Scope of Services defines the activities that will be conducted by AECOM to assist the City with meeting

the IDDE permit requirements for 2025.

Task 17 - 2025 IDDE

Field Screening

Based on the recommendations from the 2024 IDDE program, AECOM will conduct a field
screening at 14 outfalls within the City: HA-01, 1J-3B, 1J-4, 1J-5, 1J-6B, K-02A, K-03, K-04, R-13,

uUw-09, Uw-10, UW-11, UW-14, W-03.

The goal of the IDDE program is to try and isolate potential illicit discharge source areas in the
system. If flows are present, a grab sample will be taken, and chemical tests will be conducted
using field kits. If an outfall tests outside the expected range for one or more parameters, the goal

is to sample upstream of the outfall to isolate the source of the pollutant(s) of interest.

For E Coli testing, at each outfall that is screened, AECOM will collect samples in Whirl-Paks and
drop off the samples at a lab for analysis. After receiving the outfall sample results, the e coli
concentrations will be assessed and compared with the action level of 10,000 MPN/100 ML to

determine outfalls in need of further investigation.

Outfall results can vary based on annual weather conditions, seasonal variations, and possible
intermittent flows. This makes it possible for skewed/unclear test results during an initial outfall
visit and sometimes a site needs to be revisited to get a clear picture of the outfall conditions. If a
drainage system requires follow-up screening or the field screening results in isolating the
pollutant(s) to a single pipe or ditch segment, the field crew may revisit the outfalls or conduct spot
checks in upstream reaches to confirm the results of the initial investigation. In addition, the field
crew may conduct a “windshield survey” of the surrounding area. The survey may include
documenting findings or photographing the surrounding area including buildings and other items of
interest, including but not limited to outdoor storage areas, staining, or other potential signs of illicit

discharges or dumping. No internal entry of homes or businesses is included in this effort.

It is assumed a total of 3-4 visits will be made to complete the outfall screening and any upstream
investigations or follow-up investigations. It is understood that upstream investigations and follow-
up investigations are often made overtime and not necessarily just within one screening year.

Investigations will be made as time and budget permits.

Meetings and Report

Results will be summarized in a format acceptable for inclusion in the City’s annual MS4 report. A
draft of the report will be provided to the City for review.

AECOM will communicate with the City to review the results of the field screening. Outfalls where
flow was observed and chemical testing indicated potential discharges will be focused on. The
decision to conduct any additional follow-up investigations will be based on the results of
discussions with the City and, if necessary, after consultation with the WDNR.

Schedule:

Dry weather screening should be conducted after approximately a 72-hour dry period (a period
described as containing non-measurable precipitation or ideally, less than 0.1 inch of rainfall). A

draft report will be provided to the City by the end of January 2026 and a final report within one
week after receiving City comments.

PROPOSAL FOR ADDITIONAL OVERSIGHT OF VAPOR MITIGATION
SYSTEM INSTALLATION AND SOIL MANAGEMENT FOR THE FORMER
TELEDYNE SITE IN WEST ALLIS, WISCONSIN, IN CONJUNCTION WITH
USEPA ASSESSMENT GRANT

Dear Mr. Schloss:

Based on email correspondence in November 2025, Ramboll Americas Engineering
Solutions, Inc. (Ramboll) is pleased to present the City of West Allis (the “City”) with
this proposal for additional oversight of vapor mitigation system installation and soil
management activities at the former Teledyne site on West Burnham Street in West
Allis, Wisconsin (the “site” or “property”). It is anticipated that the vapor mitigation
system installation and soil management oversight will be completed using a portion of
the City’s FY22 United States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) Brownfields
Assessment Grant. The approximately 8.96-acre property is currently owned by the
City who began redevelopment as a public works facility in 2024.

The following sections of this proposal provide the previously discussed scope of work,
proposed schedule, cost estimate, and contract terms for this project.

PROPOSED SCOPE OF WORK
Additional Oversight and Coordination of Hot-Spot Soil Excavation Activities

In a proposal dated May 9, 2024, Ramboll provided a cost estimate to coordinate and
oversee focused remedial soil excavation and confirmation sampling in two areas of
the site, specifically referred to as the trichloroethylene (TCE) hot spot area and the
lead hot spot area. Impacted soils from the TCE and lead hot spot areas were
excavated and removed by the City’s Environmental Contractor in advance of site-wide
earthwork activities. Ramboll personnel were on-site to oversee all excavation
activities in the TCE and lead areas. These excavations extended from the ground
surface in the areas indicated to the observed base of the impacted fill soil. Excavated
soil was direct-loaded into construction vehicles for off-site disposal. Based on initial
construction estimates and for the purposes of the May 2024 proposal, Ramboll
assumed that excavation in the TCE and lead hotspot areas, including any necessary
would not exceed 5 working days. Due to the need for additional excavation in these
areas following receipt of initial confirmation sampling results, additional oversight
time and confirmation sampling were required in order to document that remedial
targets established in the IRAP were met by the excavations. The additional effort
associated with the need for additional oversight and sampling were discussed with the
City Engineer at the time of the work.

As indicated in Ramboll’s proposal dated March 31, 2025, Ramboll was authorized by the City to conduct
intermittent oversight of the vapor mitigation system (VMS) installation in the form of brief site visits during
piping, vapor barrier, and extraction fan installation. At a minimum, Ramboll was tasked to inspect the
installed piping for verification that the piping layout meets the intention of the design and that minimum
depth of gravel on the top and bottom of perforated piping is achieved. All sections of the emplaced vapor
barrier are to be inspected prior to pouring of slab-on-grade concrete for compliance with the VMS design
and specifications including inspection of materials used, sufficient overlap and bonding between sections of
vapor barrier, and adequate seal of the barrier at wall terminations and punctures for utilities or other
piping. Based on initial feedback from construction partners, Ramboll’s March 31, 2025 proposal was based
on an assumed 90 hours of oversight of system construction. Due in part to the delays and construction
scheduling challenges, as well as the overall duration for the VMS install, Ramboll has reached this oversight
estimate. Based on information received from V]S on November 13, 2025 on the planned schedule for the
remainder of the VMS, five weeks of construction activity remain. For purposes of this supplemental
proposal, Ramboll has assumed on-site presence for oversight and verification for three hours per day daily
for the five weeks of remaining construction activity in connection with the VMS, totaling 75 oversight
hours.

In the event that the results of post-construction sub-slab vapor sampling indicate that active ventilation of
the sub-grade piping is warranted, additional design efforts associated with incorporation of an exhaust fan
into the piping network and oversight of fan installation and system activation will be required. These costs
are not included in this proposal.

ESTIMATED PROJECT COSTS AND SCHEDULE

The scope of services described herein will be completed on a time and materials basis in accordance with
the Master Contract with the City, dated November 10, 2016, and the attached fee schedule, provided in our
Proposal for Professional Consulting Services, dated August 24, 2022. The total estimated cost to complete
the VMS installation and soil management oversight services, as presented herein is $26,000. A breakdown
of costs is provided in the following table. If additional tasks or extended oversight hours are requested,
additional costs will be incurred. Ramboll will not exceed the estimated costs without prior approval from the
Client.

Private Property Infiltration and Inflow Reduction Program Agreement

This Agreement is made between the Milwaukee Metropolitan Sewerage District
(“District”) with its principal place of business at 260 West Seeboth Street, Milwaukee,
Wisconsin 53204 and the City of West Allis (“Municipality”) with its municipal offices at 7525
W. Greenfield Avenue, West Allis, WI 53214.

WHEREAS, Wisconsin law, through Wis. Stats. § 66.0301 Stats., authorizes any
municipality to enter into an intergovernmental cooperation agreement with another municipality
for the furnishing of services; and

WHEREAS, the District is responsible for collecting and treating wastewater from the
Municipality’s locally owned wastewater collection system; and

WHEREAS, the Municipality’s sewers collect wastewater from lateral sewers located on
private property and owned by private property owners; and

WHEREAS, during wet weather events stormwater enters lateral sewers through defective
pipes and leaky joints and connections (“infiltration) and stormwater also enters lateral sewers
from foundation drains, improper connections, and other sources (“inflow”); and

WHEREAS, infiltration and inflow increase the amount of wastewater that the District
must collect and treat; and

WHEREAS, during wet weather events infiltration and inflow (“I/I”’) into privately owned
sewers contributes to the risk of sewer overflows; and

WHEREAS, the District has established the Private Property Infiltration and Inflow
Reduction Program (“Program”) to provide guidelines, requirements, and a funding structure for
municipalities to complete I/ reduction work on private property as more fully set forth in the
Statement of Policy, Milwaukee Metropolitan Sewerage District Private Property Infiltration and
Inflow Reduction Program (“Policy”); and

WHEREAS, the Municipality wishes to participate in the Program,

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises made by the parties to this
Agreement, the parties agree as follows:

1. Term of Agreement

This Agreement becomes effective immediately upon the date of last signature below and
shall remain in effect until the earliest of (1) the Municipality receiving final payment from the
District, (2) November 27", 2026, or (3) termination of this Agreement as otherwise set forth
herein.

2. District Funding

The District shall reimburse the Municipality in an amount not to exceed $146,000.00 for
approved private property I/I costs incurred through the work described in Attachment A
(“Work” or “Work Plan”). Provided the Municipality is in compliance with the terms of this
Agreement, the District funding shall be provided on a reimbursement basis in accordance with

Private Property Infiltration and Inflow Reduction
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Section 8 below. No additional reimbursement will be made for costs incurred prior to the
effective date of this Agreement or for costs that are not supported by documentation as outlined
by this Agreement.

3. Program Publicity and Outreach Requirements

The Municipality shall identify the District as a funder in informational literature and
signage relating to the Work. Samples of all public involvement/public education documents
shall be provided to the District for review prior to being distributed to the public.

A minimum of a one week notice of any public meetings regarding this Agreement and/or
the Work shall be provided to the District. In the event the District is unable to attend and
participate, detailed meeting minutes shall be provided within five days of the meeting.

4. Selection of Professional Service Providers by Municipality

The selection of professional service providers (for example: engineering and architectural
services) to perform Work funded by this Agreement shall be in accordance with the
Municipality’s ordinances and policies. Any professional service providers selected to perform
Work funded by this Agreement that subcontract for any non-professional services to support
such Work (for example: CCTV sewer inspections procured by an engineering firm) shall ensure
that such non-professional services are procured in accordance with the requirements of Section
5 of this Agreement.

5. Selection of Non-Professional Service Providers by Municipality

Pursuant to a public Request for Qualifications process, the District has developed an
Approved Contractors List organized by work type to ensure all Work funded by the District
maintains specific quality standards. Those Approved Contractors and their suppliers can submit
products they intend to utilize for inclusion in the District’s Approved Products List. The
appropriate subset of the Approved Contractor List and the Approved Products List shall be
utilized as part of Municipality’s bidding process for contracts to perform Work funded by this
Agreement.

In addition to the above, all non-professional service providers to perform Work funded by
this Agreement (for example: construction, sewer inspection, post-construction restoration) shall
be procured in accordance with both State of Wisconsin statutes and regulations and the
Municipality’s ordinances and policies. Whenever Work valued over $25,000 is procured
without the use of a public sealed bidding process, the District may request, and the Municipality
must provide, an opinion from a licensed attorney representing the Municipality stating that the
procurement is in compliance with State of Wisconsin law and Municipal ordinances.

In addition:

a. The Municipality shall provide the District with the opportunity to review and
comment on the complete set of bidding documents prior to solicitation of bids,
quotes, or proposals as set forth in Attachment B; and
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b. Municipality shall provide the District with all bids and proposals for review prior to
the award of the contract, as set forth in Attachment B. The District reserves the right
to revoke funding based on project award to contractors who are not on the District’s
list of Authorized Contractors.

6. Non-professional Service Contract Terms and Conditions

The Municipality agrees to include Attachment C in all non-professional service contracts
relating to the Work. Failure to include Attachment C in the non-professional service contracts
will constitute a material breach of this Agreement.

7. Contractor Pay Applications

The District recommends referring to Attachment D, Contractor Pay Application Example,
as a format for processing Municipality/Contractor pay applications. The District recommends
submitting all pay applications and supporting documentation received from the Contractor and
reviewed by Municipality to the District through the District Municipal Portal prior to paying the
Contractor request for payment.

8. Procedure for Reimbursement

The Municipality shall submit reimbursement requests to the District a minimum of three
throughout this Agreement.

Each reimbursement request shall include:

a. An invoice from the Municipality clearly stating the requested reimbursement
amount;

b. All consultant invoices with hourly billing rates, hours worked by individuals
with billing backup task entries, consultant expense documentation, and a
summary of the status of contract tasks; and

c. Contractor pay applications with units and cost for scope of work not funded by
this Agreement clearly segregated and itemized. All contractor pay applications
shall include supporting documentation confirming that the Municipality has
received and reviewed a proportionate amount of construction contract
deliverables as applicable to Attachment B Agreement Deliverables for which the
Contractor is responsible.

Reimbursement requests should be submitted within a reasonable period of time of the
costs being incurred. The initial reimbursement request shall be submitted prior to 30% of Work
being completed. The final reimbursement request shall be submitted upon completion of all
Work. All reimbursement requests must be received prior to the expiration of this Agreement.

Reimbursement requests and the supporting documentation of costs shall be submitted
through Trimble Unity Construct (“TUC”) (formerly eBuilder). The corresponding deliverables
shall be submitted as set forth in Attachment B. Questions concerning the Procedure for
Reimbursement as provided for in this Section should be directed to the District’s Project

Final payment will not be provided until the Work is complete and all deliverables set forth
in Attachment B have been received. The District shall attempt to reimburse requested amounts
within 30 days of such request provided the applicable supporting documentation is included.
The District will reject any reimbursement requests that do not strictly adhere to the requirements
of this Section and will require the Municipality to resubmit any such requests. The District is
not responsible for any interest or fees associated with any reimbursement requests submitted by
the Municipality which do not strictly adhere to the requirements of this Section.

9. Changes in Work and Modifications to the Agreement

Any proposed changes to the Work must be submitted to the District, in writing, in advance
of the Work being completed. The District will not reimburse for Work that is not included in
Attachment A (including all professional services and non-professional services contracts
procured through the Work outlined in Attachment A) unless prior written approval has been
requested from the District and approval has been obtained through the TUC change order
process.

This Agreement may be modified only in writing signed by both parties or through the
TUC change order process.

10. Responsibility for Work

The Municipality is responsible for overseeing construction and shall provide full time
construction inspection for all Work. Each inspector shall be experienced, qualified, and
certified for the scope of the Work.

11. Post-Construction Verification

The Municipality and its contractor(s), if applicable, shall report to the District any
problems or warranty defects that arise with or related to the completed Work, whether
discovered through inspection or through complaints from participating property owners, for a
period of 10 years following substantial completion of the Work. The Municipality shall also
report any actions taken to investigate the complaint, and if within the warranty period, steps
taken to resolve the issue.

The Municipality shall be responsible for reporting post-Work flow monitoring data and or
other data related to identified measures of success for at least five years post-Work completion
or as long as data is available, whichever period is longer.

The Municipality shall require that the contractor it secures to complete the Work under
this Agreement obtain a warranty bond in the amount of the 25% of the value of the contract the
Municipality executes with said contractor and for the bond to run for three years after
completion of the Work to protect against any problems or issues that may arise as to the
completed Work. Such warranty bonds shall be in substantially similar form to the example form
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attached hereto as Attachment E and shall provide for the ability of the District, in addition to the
Municipality, to request from the warranty bond surety fulfillment of the warranty obligation in
the event the Contractor fails to do so. The Municipality shall ensure to include in the bid
documents for the Work the aforementioned example form or a form in substantially similar
format.

All warranty repair costs incurred by the District due to Municipality’s failure to enforce
the warranty bond requirements in its construction contract(s) shall either be: (1) invoiced to
Municipality; or (2) covered by the warranty bond the Municipality shall secure from its
contractor. The terms of this Section 11 shall survive the termination of this Agreement.

12. Permits, Certificates, and Licenses

The Municipality is solely responsible for ensuring compliance with all federal, state, and
local laws requiring permits, certificates, and licenses required to implement the Work.

13. Insurance

The District shall not provide any insurance coverage of any kind for the Work or for the
Municipality. Municipality shall ensure that each contractor and subcontractor have adequate
insurance to perform the Work and names the Municipality as an additional insured on its
applicable insurance policies.

14. Terminating the Agreement

The District may terminate this Agreement at any time prior to commencement of the
Work. After the Work has commenced, the District may terminate this Agreement only for good
cause such as, but not limited to, breach of this Agreement by the Municipality. The
Municipality may terminate this Agreement at any time but will not receive any payment from
the District if the Work is not completed.

15. Exclusive Agreement

This is the entire Agreement between the Municipality and the District regarding
reimbursement for Work.

16. Severability

If any part of this Agreement is held unenforceable, the rest of the Agreement will continue
in full force and effect.

17. Applicable Law
This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Wisconsin.
18. Resolving Disputes

If a dispute arises under this Agreement, the parties agree to first try to resolve the dispute
with the help of a mutually agreed-upon mediator in Milwaukee County. Any costs and fees,
other than attorneys’ fees, associated with the mediation shall be shared equally by the parties. If
the dispute is not resolved within 30 days after it is referred to and heard by the mediator, either
party may take the matter to court. Venue in any action brought under this Agreement shall be
proper only in either Circuit Court for Milwaukee County or the United States District Court for
the Eastern District of Wisconsin.
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19. Notices

Unless otherwise set forth herein, all notices and other communications in connection with
this Agreement shall be in writing and shall be considered given as follows:

e When delivered personally to the recipient's address as stated on this Agreement; or

e Three days after being deposited in the United States mail, with postage prepaid to
the recipient's address as stated on this Agreement.

20. No Partnership

This Agreement does not create a partnership relationship nor give the Municipality the
authority to make promises binding upon the District. The Municipality does not have the
authority to enter into contracts on the District's behalf.

21. Assignment

The Municipality may not assign any rights or obligations under this Agreement without
the District's prior written approval.

22. Public Records

The Municipality agrees to cooperate and assist the District in the production of any
records as related to this Agreement in the possession of the Municipality that are subject to
disclosure by the District pursuant to the State of Wisconsin’s Open Records Laws, Wis. Stats.
§§ 19.31 to 19.39. The Municipality agrees to indemnify the District against any and all claims,
demands, and causes of action resulting from any failure of the Municipality to comply with this
requirement.

23. Indemnification

The Municipality will indemnify the District and its commissioners, employees, and agents
against any and all claims, damages, costs, liabilities, and expenses whatsoever, including
attorneys’ fees and related disbursements, connected with the Municipality’s planning, design,
construction, operation, and/or maintenance of the Work (collectively “Claims”) to the extent
caused by the negligent acts or omissions of Municipality, including its officers, directors, and
employees acting within the scope of their employment within the meaning of Wis. Stat. §
895.46.

Nothing contained within this section is intended to be a waiver or estoppel of the
Municipality to rely upon the limitations, defenses, and immunities contained within Wisconsin
law, including those contained within Wis. Stat. §§ 893.80, 895.46, and 345.05. For purposes of
clarity, in no event shall Municipality be liable in indemnity or contribution for any Claims in an
amount greater than the limits of liability for municipal claims established by Wisconsin law or
for the negligence or intentional acts of the District, its commissioners, employees, and/or
agents.

We herewith submit to you our twelfth work plan for Private Property I/l removal funding. Included in
this submittal is the completed workplan, maps of the areas that have proposed work depicting their
respective sewersheds and the compliance status, along with the project estimate, and proposed
schedule. Metering requests for this project have already been submitted to MMSD. Also enclosed with
this submittal are the mailers that will be sent out in order to start gathering a list of interested property
owners. This includes an introductory letter, interest flyer, along with the agreement form property
owners will be signing to officially be on the program.

After success with previous agreements, the City would like to offer this program to 2025
reconstructed streets. Most of the buildings in the project areas were built prior to 1940 and have
original clay tile sanitary laterals, so the removal of this source of I/l will be project priority. The
proposed work includes sanitary lateral rehab work from where the city street construction work leaves
off (approximately under the sidewalk) to a minimum of 3ft upstream of the property foundation or to
the plumbing transition. Sanitary lateral rehab will consist of pipe bursting.

Due to the age of the private infrastructure found throughout the City, there is an expectancy to run into
situations where foundation drains had been routed to drain into the sanitary system. In order to
address this issue, the project will include installation of sump pumps, palmer valve abandonments,
and storm lateral extensions. The City has previously installed storm lateral stubs to the property lines,
and this source of clear water will be required to connect to the storm system.

The City will be hosting a stand-alone mandatory lead service line replacement program in newly
reconstructed areas of the City, and it’s expected that private lead service lines in the project area will
already be replaced by the time this project begins, limiting the liability that MMSD undertakes through
the execution of this work.

This PPI/I project is proposed at the following locations:

Warranty: All Work performed under this Contract shall be warranted by Contractor for
a period of no less than three years from substantial completion of the Work. Contractor
shall provide a warranty bond in the amount 25% of this Contract. The warranty and the
warranty bond shall be enforceable by the Municipality and the District as the funder.
Participating property owners may request from the Municipality or the District that the
warranties provided for in this Contract be enforced as it relates to the property owner’s
specific property.

Retainage: Retainage shall be held by Municipality in compliance with Wis. Stats. §
66.0901(9)(b).

Warranty Inspection: District shall complete a warranty inspection via an Approved
Contractor for the work type at least 90 days prior to the warranty expiration. All
inspection results, including video and associated documents, shall be provided to the
Municipality within 30 days of inspection. The Municipality shall coordinate all required
warranty repairs by the Contractor.

Reporting: For a period of 10 years post substantial completion of the Work, if the
Contractor becomes aware of any problems arising with the Work, Contractor shall notify
the Municipality and the District.

Assignment: The Municipality’s obligations under this Contract are fully assignable to the
District. The Contractor’s consent is not required prior to the Municipality’s assignment
and the District’s assumptions of Municipality’s rights hereunder.

Dear West Allis City Clerk’s Office,

I am writing to make a formal claim against the City of West Allis regarding damages to our
home in the August flooding. Please find below our account of the incident, description of losses,
and request for compensation.

The affected address is 2450 S. 82" Street, West Allis, WI 53219. Early in the morning of
8/10/2025, our home and others in our neighborhood were severely damaged by overflow from
Honey Creek as it flows out of McCarty Park. We had flooding to the ceiling in the basement, as
well as 7-8 inches on the ground level, leading to much loss of property and to our displacement
from our home. We also lost a car that was parked outside; water seems to have been running
down our street at least 3 feet deep, apparently because Honey Creek could not get into its
underground tunnel due to a clogged grate and/or inadequate space.

We just bought the home in July 2025, but we learned after the flood that our neighborhood has
flooded three times in the past 20 years, apparently due to inadequate management of Honey
Creek as it goes underground leaving McCarty Park. Further, it seems MMSD bought some
properties near our home, apparently with a plan of doing something about these issues. .. but
nothing adequate was done. Since West Allis and MMSD are responsible for the creation and
maintenance of the water management setup by which Honey Creek goes underground near our
neighborhood, and since there is evidence that they were aware that the setup was not sufficient
to prevent flooding but did not act to address the problem adequately, we feel the City of West
Allis and MMSD are responsible in part for the extent of the damage to our home in the August
flooding.

Our insurance covered the totaled car, but nothing else. While FEMA has covered the cost of
many essential repairs, we have other expenses that go beyond the amount or kinds of coverage
provided by FEMA--e.g., ongoing rental costs to live elsewhere during repairs (FEMA covered
less than a month of rent, but we will likely be displaced for a total of at least four months), as
well as replacement of non-safety-related items, such as couches, our toddler's birthday presents,
etc. In addition, my husband and I have been significantly hindered in our
professional/educational work due to having to deal with the effects of the poorly managed
creek.

Finally, since the city and MMSD continue not to deal with this issue, we will likely need to sell
our home out of concern for the safety of our small child in any future floods. (Several of our
neighbors lost basement walls; one or more also had their house collapse.) We expect that the
resale value of our home will be negatively affected by the ongoing flood risk.

We are requesting $25,000 to help cover the aforementioned expenses and offset some of the
effects on the resale value of our house. We also strongly urge West Allis and the MMSD to
address the underlying issue with Honey Creek in McCarty Park. No one was killed this time,

but the structural damages that occurred to multiple homes in our neighborhood do create real
risks to residents—and as noted above, our neighborhood has been flooded by Honey Creek
multiple times in the past 20 years, not only by this most recent (extra extreme) weather event.

We have spoken with an attorney about our case and can move forward with his representation if
needed, but we wanted to first try to reach an agreement with the city directly. We can also
provide further documentation (rent receipts, etc.) if needed. Please let us know if you need
additional information from us. Thank you for your consideration.

WHEREAS, The Common Council has received final plans and specifications for

WHEREAS, A hearing has been conducted pursuant to Sec. 66.0703(7) of the
Wisconsin Statutes; and,

WHEREAS, The Common Council finds that each property against which the
assessments are proposed is benefited by the improvement.

NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Common Council of the City of West
Allis as follows:

1. That the final plans and specifications for various sidewalk repairs in the general area
bounded by s. 108th St. to west city limits and south city limits to the Union Pacific
railroad are approved.

2. That the Board of Public Works is authorized and directed to implement the various
sidewalk repairs in accordance with the approved plans and specifications and is
directed to advertise in the official paper for sealed proposals for all work necessary for
the installation of the improvements.

3. That such improvements be assessed in accordance with the report of the City
Engineer as finally approved, and that the due date for payment of such assessments,
without interest, is the 30th day following the billing date.

4. That each property owner be given the opportunity of paying the assessment against
their property by one of the following methods:

a. Payment of entire assessment, or any portion thereof, without interest at any time
prior to the due date noted on the billing.

b. Payment of the entire assessment with the next tax roll, including a 4.0% interest

charge from the due date to December 31 of the year billed. All assessments of
$100.00 or less will automatically fall under payment method a or b.

c. Payment in five annual installments on the property tax bill, including a 4.0%
interest charge on each succeeding unpaid principal amount. All assessments
between $100.01 and $250.00 which are not paid by due date or elected to be paid
under payment method a or b above will automatically be extended in this manner.

d. Payment in ten annual installments on the property tax roll, including a 4.0%
interest charge on each succeeding unpaid principal amount. All assessments over
$250.00 which are not paid by the due date or elected to be paid under payment
method a, b or ¢ will automatically be extended in this manner.

5. That if, after electing to pay to the City Treasurer by November 1st of the year billed,
a property owner fails to make the payment to the City Treasurer, the City Treasurer’s
office shall place the assessment, with interest at the rate of 4.0% per annum as
applicable from the due date, on the next succeeding tax roll for collection; and,

6. That if the property owner fails to notify the City Treasurer’s office of their option in
writing prior to the due date, the assessment shall be written in ten annual installments,
except that any total assessment or assessment balance of less than $100.00 against any
one property shall be written in one payment, and those between $100.01 and $250.00
shall be written in five annual installments; and,

7. That a certified list of such assessments and assessment installments be given to the
City Treasurer’s office, and the City Treasurer’s office shall inscribe the same on the tax
roll as they become due; and,

8. That property owners may submit duly executed waivers approving assessments
against their properties and waiving all statutory requirements and proceedings in public
work of this nature and agreeing to pay all assessments levied against their properties by
reason of the installation of the improvements stated therein, in the same manner and in
the same effect as if said statutory requirements relating to said work had been complied
with, and such waivers are hereby confirmed and adopted by the Common Council;

WHEREAS, the 2026 Bike, Pedestrian, and Mobility Plan builds upon the vision
outlined in West Allis” 2045 Comprehensive Plan and prioritizes a multi-modal approach to the
City’s land use and transportation systems; the document outlines the recommended
implementation actions, timelines, and funding strategies for delivering the Bicycle, Pedestrian,
and Mobility Plan; and the goal is to clearly communicate what will be done, when it will
occur, and how the city will support safer, more connected, and more accessible transportation
options for all residents.

WHEREAS, The Plan advances the City of West Allis’s adopted goals, including:
Safety: Reducing severe and fatal crashes through roadway design changes.

Connectivity: Building a continuous, comfortable network for walking, biking, rolling,
and transit access.

Vibrancy & Economic Development: Supporting businesses, mixed-use districts, and
transit-oriented development.

Equal & Accessible: Ensuring high-quality mobility options for residents of all ages and
abilities.

Milwaukee area. Traffic safety has become an increasingly important issue
for local residents, with concerns about traffic crashes, unsafe driving
behaviors, and the need for better street designs to protect all road users.

As we reflect on the successes achieved in recent years, we also recognize
the gaps that still exist in the city’s transportation system. Despite progress
in expanding bike lanes, enhancing pedestrian amenities, and improving
traffic management, certain areas of the city still lack the infrastructure
needed to accommodate all transportation modes effectively. This plan
seeks to address these gaps by identifying priority areas for investment,
ensuring that future street projects enable the streets of West Allis to
become more accepting of all users, expand transportation options,
enhance community safety, and promote vibrant, livable places.

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What is a Complete Street?

In recognition of how our streets make up the largest amount of West Allis’ public space, streets represent key assets that require care,
attention, and thoughtful planning. As West Allis residents increasingly call for safer streets, Complete Streets policies advocate for
effective street changes that enhance the safety and mobility of all users. Complete Streets is a process of street development that
responds to the unique needs of the community each street serves.

Notable components of Complete Streets include sidewalks, bike lanes, bus lanes and accessible stops, safe crosswalks, island
medians, narrower travel lanes, roundabouts, lighting, wayfinding signage, (and more) to West Allis’ streetscapes. Ensuring that
automobile drivers travel at safer speeds and experience enhanced notice of pedestrian and cyclist activity is a key component to the
success of Complete Streets policies. These policies also demonstrate that creating safe and efficient streets for all users, regardless
of their chosen mode of transportation and transit options, fosters healthier communities, supports local businesses, and enhances
overall quality of life. By prioritizing accessibility, safety, and multi-modal efficiency, Complete Streets policies aim to transform West
Allis into a more connected and vibrant city. Each street project is designed with careful consideration of the diverse needs of
pedestrians, cyclists, transit riders, and drivers, ensuring that public spaces are both functional and inviting for all.

Intersection with West Allis’ 2045 Comprehensive Plan

Our 2045 Comprehensive Plan states that our streets should be redesigned as Complete Streets that design for safety, protect all road users, and encourage
flexible and healthy ways to get around. Complete Streets policies intersect with Catalytic Project #2 of the Comprehensive Plan: “Establish and redevelop the
Foundry District as West Allis’ densest mixed use urban center”. This redevelopment would rebuild Greenfield and National Avenue east of 62" St. as
Complete Streets. As outlined in this project, redeveloping this region with the concept of Complete Streets guiding the street redevelopment in this region is
key to making the Foundry District an up-and-coming center for development in the region. Aside from this specific project, it is a distinct goal of West Allis to
incorporate Complete Streets policies to fulfill Recommendation 8: “Prioritize safety and slow motor vehicle speeds on streets”. Maintaining a Complete
Streets policy and continuing to prioritize safety in the design of all streets being reconstructed is integral to fulfilling this recommendation in the 2045
Comprehensive Plan.

Our City’s Commitment to You

Transportation is essential for connecting people to jobs, essential services, education, healthcare, and social interactions. In West Allis, where the median
income is $38,954, many residents face economic challenges that limit their mobility options and access to essential services. As our city plans for
transportation improvements, making sure residents can get where they need to go efficiently and safely is a priority. We are committed to developing a well-
planned transportation system promotes better health, safety, and economic opportunities for everyone in our community. Many residents, particularly those
without personal vehicles, rely on public transit and other non-motorized options such as walking, biking, and micromobility. Because transportation
improvements are often focused on individual streets or intersections, some areas have fewer safe and convenient options than others.

The city will address these gaps through data-driven planning and targeted engineering solutions, with deliberate investment in locations where safety
concerns and missing connections are most evident. For example, conditions in the Burnham Point neighborhood highlight the need for improved routes. An
estimated 2,951 residents in West Allis do not have access to a vehicle, underscoring the importance of dependable multimodal transportation options. By
improving infrastructure and connections across the network, West Allis can support economic growth and a higher quality of life for residents in all parts of
the city.
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Timeline of Relevant Planning Initiatives

In addition to the 2045 Comprehensive Plan, West Allis has long had its focus on improving the city’s mobility and transportation network. This is evident
through a number of plans and policy actions that the City has undertaken over the years. Although not comprehensive, a number of plans relevant to the
Transportation & Mobility Plan are below:

2008: Bicycle and Pedestrian Master Plan

Adopted in partnership with the Wisconsin Bike Fed, this plan represented a strong foundational
blueprint for enhancing walking and bicycling conditions throughout West Allis. Its comprehensive
approach, centered on the "four E's" - Engineering, Education, Encouragement, and Enforcement —
aimed to holistically improve safety and increase active transportation levels by addressing rules of the
road for all users. The plan was particularly insightful in identifying existing and desirable routes,
prioritizing facility needs, and outlining best practices for planning, designing, implementing, and

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2016: National Avenue Corridor Strategic Plan

This plan serves as a detailed blueprint for one of West Allis’ central arteries. Focusing on the
transformation of National Ave through economic and cultural vitality, it also considers the interaction
of pedestrians, bike users, transit riders, and drivers experience with this corridor. As a critical
precursor to the National Ave reconstruction in the late 2010’s & early 2020’s, this plan provided a
comprehensive vision that integrated transportation improvements with broader urban design and
economic goals, ensuring that the revitalization of National Ave is approached holistically. While
adopted in 2016, this plan remains highly relevant and continues to serve as an important framework
for the 2025 Transportation & Mobility Plan. Its best practices are still actively considered and have
demonstrably contributed to the successes observed along the National Avenue corridor, proving its
enduring value as a foundational document for strategic planning in West Allis.

2020: Highway 100 Corridor Plan
Similar to the National Ave. Corridor Plan, The West Allis Highway 100 Corridor Plan focuses on a key
artery of West Allis’ transportation network. This planning effort outlines a long-term vision and

redevelopment strategy for the 3.5-mile Highway 100 Corridor. The overall plan seeks to accomplish this
through recommendations for future development, transportation, placemaking, and identity combined

with market-based catalytic development strategies. Specific to transportation, the plan includes
strategies for traffic management, active transportation, pedestrian environment improvements, and
creating walkable destinations, all informed by extensive community input. Its actionable
implementation items and integrated approach to balancing transportation with placemaking and
economic development make it a relevant reference for understanding the "why" and "what" behind
many of our current and future mobility initiatives.

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2021: Complete Streets Policy Adoption
The 2021 adoption of Complete Streets Policy marked a significant milestone in the city's commitment
to enhancing its transportation and mobility network. This policy is designed to integrate Complete

Streets principles into all phases of public way improvements and projects, aiming to create facilities
that are safer, more accessible, attractive, and inviting for all users. The Complete Streets Policy acts as
the official policy directive that ensures the strategies and visions of plans are systematically integrated
and prioritized across relevant city projects and planning efforts. To ensure the policy is applied
appropriately, a City subcommittee was formed along with annual reports conducted.

2021: Neighborhood Greenway Network Plan

Developed in partnership with UW-Milwaukee, the Neighborhood Greenway Network Plan offers a crucial
blueprint for enhancing West Allis's active transportation network. This plan defines and identifies a
network of low- and slow-traffic streets prioritizing people walking and biking by incorporating strategic
traffic calming measures and clear signage to create safer, more comfortable environments for all ages
and abilities. Since the initial planning document was created, major contents of this plan have been
formally included in other plans such as the 2045 Comprehensive Plan. Comprehensive research, data-
driven prioritization, and direct community input have significantly informed ongoing road reconstruction
projects and are invaluable for shaping the 2025 Transportation & Mobility Plan's commitment to a safe,
comfortable active transportation system.

2023: The League of American Bicyclists Bike Friendly Community Application

In 2023, the City of West Allis applied for and received a Bronze-level Bicycle Friendly Community
(BFC) designation from the League of American Bicyclists. This was the first time West Allis was recognized through the program. The BFC application and
evaluation process provided valuable insights into the City’s strengths and opportunities for improvement across key areas such as engineering, education,
encouragement, evaluation, and fairness. The report highlights the importance of updating the City’s bicycle and pedestrian planning framework, including
recommendations to expand the low-stress bike network, adopt stronger design standards, and establish a dedicated Bicycle and Pedestrian Advisory
Committee. These findings directly inform the current update to the Plan by emphasizing safer, robust infrastructure, stronger community engagement, and
data-driven evaluation to support active transportation for all users.
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2024: The Foundry District Master Plan

Through a collaboration with Ayres, the City of West Allis envisioned the
transformation of an area of the city towards a more dynamic community
destination. The core objectives and recommendations of this plan aim to
reshape how people move within and interact with this significant district.
There’s a strong prioritization of interconnectivity in this plan, with explicit
goals to create more connections to the Hank Aaron State Trail through
the redevelopment of an inactive rail corridor into a multi-use path. This
plan also strives towards mixed-use development and increases in
density, seeking to enhance this area of the city where new housing,
shipping, and dining are integrated with active offices and industrial uses.
This localized plan provides a roadmap for realizing a more connected,
walkable, and transit-friendly West Allis.

2025: West Allis Transportation Academy through 1,000

Friends of Wisconsin
West Allis partnered with 1000 Friends of Wisconsin to host the inaugural
West Allis Transportation Academy, a nine-week community education
