The City's tradition of providing free summer band concerts fell victim to budget cuts in 2005,
and in the hopes of keeping the concerts alive, private donations were solicited from city
businesses. The response at that time was both positive and immediate. Through generous
donations from West Allis businesses, the program was saved.
