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Resolution to confirm and adopt the report of the Director of Public Works/City Engineer containing the
schedule of proposed assessments for improvement of W. Rogers Street from S. 56 Street to S. 60 Street, W.
Madison Street from S. 60 Street to S. 65 Street and portions of intersecting streets by concrete reconstruction
with miscellaneous walk, miscellaneous driveway repair, storm sewer, storm sewer relay, sanitary sewer relay,
water main, water main relay, building services and utility adjustments.
